Approval of Minutes

Finances
· Treasurer Report, Doug reported he filed our taxes and nonprofit tax exempt status. Recap from Street Fair is that there is $8,660 in cash, plus Venmo. Record-setting but also not as high as expected. After Street Fair parking, our balance should be close to $40,000.

Event Recaps/Old Business
· PAX event. Sarah reported. 12 people came and it was well received. All new people.

We need someone at the exit the whole time. May need to invest in gravel if it is wet. We also lost the spots that the modulars took up. 
· Start with “Hello” week. Came in under budget. Decorations and popsicles. Went well.

Teacher Requests: 
· Megan Bachman is requesting $300 for STEM Club materials. Approved.
· High school is requesting $500 for paint for 2026 senior parking spaces. Teacher requests need to come through the building admin. We would be happy to consider a request. Some concern that other high school request may come to the Mills Lawn PTO. Elyssa Bullock, of the YS Arts Boosters, represented the request. 

Upcoming/Ongoing Events
· Homeroom Helper update. Not being used too much. Some teachers are too busy. We could have utilized them to ask for Street Fair parking volunteers. 
· Trunk-or-Treat - October 24th, set up at 5:00, chair? PTO could be a trunk at a local trunk or treat event set up by the Village of Yellow Springs. Budget of $50 for candy and $50 for decor, or $100 total. Kristi moved, Doug seconded, approved unanimously. 
· Book donations -- Jessica shared that we donated hundreds of books for StoryChain.
· November 7 - conference meal for teachers, chair? Should we add high school teachers? Not as busy of a night for them. Current’s lunches are on average of $13-14. We can expect $15 per person. Last year split between Mazu (12) and Miguels. (26). Party trays and snacks for the middle/high school. $800 for conference meals. Doug moved, Megan seconded. Brittany is chairing it. Try to get the food by 2:45 p.m.
· Ruby Bridges Walk - November 14th, school is requesting hot chocolate for the end of the walk. We need a larger carafe, cups, and hot chocolate. Still need to figure out logistics for the hot chocolate. Becca recommends what we connect with Megan Winston re: logistics. Reaching out to Dino. 
· Roller Skate Night - Thursday, November 20th. There has been confusion about the date and time of it. Need to get flyers in mailboxes (both Nov. events). Renting the push carts. Get glow sticks again. Need to connect with Emily about these logistics.
· T-Shirt - Bring a heather gray T-shirt to the next PTO meeting and we wil make PTO T-shirts by Winterfest. 
· WinterFest - December 6, time? - schedule a meeting for sub committee volunteers. Lisa and Kristi are co-chairing, along with Maria Baker and Sachi Dixon. Talked of 6th graders running tables and face painting from arts boosters.  

New Business
· School/student safety concerns from parents. A few parents approached Becca, Terri, PTO about school safety. What can we do? Support student/staff mental health, share resources and help parents. Parent education about how to keep your kid safe outside of school. Therapeutic resources for parents. Sarah has access to programming about texting bullying. There could have been more information about Hello Week for parents (to have conversations with their kids). Could we add Parent Resources to the PTO website? Emily will reach out to admin with the “school safety support” handout that includes possible objectives such as purchasing supplies, finding ways to support mental health and share resources with parents. 
· “Bulldog Blue” clothing swap. Need to find a date and time. Winterfest? Is it being promoted?
· Mascot. The Bulldog Mascot is terrifying, per Kristi Myers. A more kid-friendly version?
